
593 students awarded scholarships in Sylhet

593 students from 200 educational institutions in Sylhet's Zakiganj and Kanaighat Upazilas received
scholarships from the Fahim Al Chowdhury Trust at a ceremony this morning at Moulovi Sair Ali
High School in Parchak in Sylhet's Zakiganj Upazila.
