a procession against the strike.
Meanwhile, the Mohsin Hall
arca was rocked by bomb blasts
on Monday night creating panic
among the students and injuring a
suspected carrier of the explo-

. sives.

Police said the carrier, identi-
fied as rickshawpuller Aminul
(24), charged three bombs at the
southeastern corner of the hall and
another two at the northwestern
corner at about 9:30 pm.

During the second-time charg-
ing, he suffered splinter injury in
his belly and was caught red-
handed" by students. They beat
him indiscriminately and handed
over to police. ‘

Hailed from Chandpur, Aminul
was a canteen boy of Mohsin Hall
during the rule of BNP govern-
ment, and now he pulls rickshaw
in and around the campus.

BCL leaders accused the JCD
supporters for hiring Aminul to
hurl the bombs.
